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Foreword

In 2008 Catholic Education as the educational agency of the Archdiocese of 
Brisbane, has continued its ministry through the development of new schools in 
areas of significant growth; reaching out to the poor and marginalised; working 
with parishes in furthering the mission of the Church with families; and through 
productive partnerships with other Archdiocese agencies.  

This year I encouraged spiritual reflection on the Spirituality of Communion, a 
spirituality which was central to our celebrations this year as we together joined in 

the World Youth Day celebrations. 

Pope John Paul II realised the potential many years ago when he convened the first World Youth 
Day in Rome 1986 on Palm Sunday.

There were many 
highlights during the World Youth Day events but for me the march of 10,000 pilgrims in Brisbane 
proclaiming their faith, and giving witness to the city of Brisbane and its people, will always remain a 
high point of 2008.

The Launch of the Guidelines for the Religious Life of the School was another vibrant and prayer filled 
celebration within our Archdiocese. These guidelines, in conjunction with the Syllabus for Religious 
Education in Catholic Schools will collectively assist all engaged in the educational mission of schools 
to be further exposed to a Jesus Communion Mission vision.   

I am grateful to Sr Mary McDonald sgs, chair of the Catholic Education Council and the Council 
members for providing leadership and discernment on issues of importance this year.  This year the 
review of Council’s operations was affirmed with a review of the Terms of Reference and the Catholic 
Education Council Governance Policies endorsed in August. 

I thank all involved in the important work of Catholic Education during the past year. Parents, staff 
and priests all had a vital role to play in assisting our students ‘to live the vision of Communion’ 
during 2008. May God continue to bless this important ministry of the Church.

The Council exercises this responsibility by 

~	 developing and fostering a vision for Catholic schools 
consistent with the Archdiocesan Vision Statement 
that will enable them to respond to the Church’s 
mission by offering educational services designed to 
nurture the formation of the whole person within the 
Catholic tradition 

~	 oversighting long term strategic planning to support 
the Vision of the Archdiocese in relation to Catholic 
schools.

Functions 

1.	 To participate in setting the Vision and strategic 
directions for Catholic schools in the Archdiocese.

2.	 To recommend to the Archbishop religious 
education guidelines for Catholic schools.

3.	 To develop, review and monitor broad educational 
policy. 

4.	 To provide  broad advice on the development and 
formation of staff and leaders in Catholic Education.

5.	 To provide stewardship of the resources entrusted to 
Catholic education through oversight of the annual 
budgeting and financial cycle. 

6.	 To provide advice to the Archbishop in accordance 
with canon law in matters relating to religious 
institute schools.

7.	 To oversight the implementation of Catholic 
Education Vicariate governance policies.

8.	 To oversight the processes of ecclesial, educational, 
financial and other accountabilities.

9.	 To provide advice on the provision of new schools, 
restructuring, or closure of schools.

10. �To determine as appropriate standing committees 
and working parties to advise and assist the Council.

Catholic Education Council Terms of Reference
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development across the Archdiocese and the Education 
Council was mandated to act as a board of the Institute 
of Faith Education.  The Council no longer has these 
responsibilities.

In recent years there have been significant changes in 
Education in Queensland for example, the introduction 
of Education and Training Reforms, including the 
Preparatory Year of Schooling and the Queensland 
Curriculum Assessment and Reporting (QCAR) Project.  
Additional compliance requirements have contributed 
significantly to the increase in the accountability of 
Catholic schools to both the State and Commonwealth 
Governments.

Brisbane Catholic Education Context

Other contributing factors that were considered 
included the recommendations arising out of the 
Brisbane Catholic Education Centre Renewal (review) 
process of 2005. 

In the years from 1998-2008, there has been a thirty 
percent (30%) growth with 58,600 students (March 
2008 enrolment data) currently enrolled in Brisbane 
Catholic Education schools in the Archdiocese. The 
annual operating budget is almost $500 million.  

Research Methodology

The data collection processes for this review involved a 
review of the Catholic Education Council documentation 
in recent years. The consultants conducted face to 
face and phone interviews with the Archbishop, 
Moderator, members of the Leadership Team of 
Brisbane Catholic Education, former Council members, 
priests, Archdiocesan staff, principals, parents and 
friends association representatives and individuals 
from Queensland Catholic Education Commission and 
Congregation of Religious Association Queensland 
Education Committee. 

Dr Cleary attended meetings of the Catholic Education 
Council and the Finance Committee as part of the 
consultation process. Following these meetings 
individual interviews were conducted with the chair 
and other members of the Council as well as the chair 

The Catholic Education Council continues 
to assist the Catholic Education Vicariate 
of the Archdiocese to advance the vision 
of the Archdiocese and the vision for 
Catholic Education. In 2008, Council met 
on 10 occasions between February and 
November. The following is a report of the 
major activities of the council and its sub-
committee during the year.

Review of the Catholic Education Council 

During 2008 Archbishop John Bathersby DD engaged 
Dr Maureen Cleary, Director of Governance and 
Management as lead reviewer and Mr Paul Harney of 
Organizational Change Consultants to undertake a 
review of the Catholic Education Council. The review 
was undertaken between March and June 2008 with a 
view to:

~	 identifying strengths and areas for development 
in the current operations of the Council

~	 making recommendations regarding future 
operations including revising the Council’s 
mandate and 

~	 identifying resources required to support the 
Council in its future operations.

It seemed timely to conduct such a review because 
of the changing ecclesial context and educational 
environment in which Catholic schools are operating.

Faith Education Services

Until 2005, Brisbane Catholic Education engaged in the 
delivery of services for young adult ministry, the training 
and support of those who taught religious education to 
children in state schools, the development and delivery 
of adult faith education programs, the production of 
the annual Lenten program and the accredited courses 
in Beginning Theology, Foundations l and Foundations II.  
With the establishment of the Faith and Life Vicariate 
these services moved from Brisbane Catholic Education.

Education Context

The Institute of Faith was established to oversee faith

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of the Finance Committee, the priest nominee and 
other members of the Finance Committee.  Members 
of the Catholic Education Council also completed a 
questionnaire regarding the function and operations of 
the Council.

Membership of the Reference Group for the review was 
Fr Peter Meneely, Moderator for the Archdiocese of 
Brisbane, Sr Mary McDonald sgs, chair of the Catholic 
Education Council, Mr David Hutton, Executive Director 
for Catholic Education, Sr Anne Surtees osu a current 
Council member, and Mrs Denise Francis a former 
Council member. The consultants provided regular 
updates to the Reference Group.

Approval of the Recommendations arising 
from the Review

In August 2008 the Archbishop accepted the 
recommendations arising from the review and endorsed 
the revised Governance Policies and operating principles 
of the Catholic Education Council. 

The report made a number of recommendations 
regarding the Council’s governance responsibilities 
in line with the recently mandated Archdiocesan 
Governance Policies which included reporting and 
accountability processes.

The Council was encouraged to take a more strategic 
focus in its operations and to find ways of promoting 
its identity and mission and information regarding its 
work. The members of the Brisbane Catholic Education 
Leadership Team will provide regular reports on the 
Strategic Renewal Framework and the School Renewal 
Process.

Catholic Education Council Responsibility 

The Catholic Education Council will continue to 
provide advice to the Archbishop in the exercise of his 
leadership, teaching and governance responsibilities 
in the area of Catholic schools.  This includes the 
development and monitoring of policy, educational 
standards and the implementation of the religious 
education guidelines for all Catholic schools including 
the religious institute schools.  

Recommendations are made to the Archbishop 
regarding the opening and closure of schools as well 
as the oversight of the annual budgeting and financial 
cycle. 

Membership of the Catholic Education 
Council 

The term of membership on the Council was extended 
from the current three years with a maximum of two 
consecutive terms to four years with a maximum of 
two consecutive terms. The Archbishop will continue to 
appoint members who will bring a required skill base 
and experience to the work of the Council.

The following is a report of the major activities of the 
Council during 2008. 

Religious Education

In June the Council approved for all Catholic schools 
in the Archdiocese of Brisbane the Guidelines for the 
Religious Life of the School and forwarded it to the 
Archbishop for his consideration. This important 
document was launched in September at St Stephen's 
Cathedral by Archbishop Bathersby.
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Denis Long continued his membership on the Catholic 
Education Council Finance Committee. 

Catholic Education Council Finance 
Committee

The Catholic Education Council Finance Committee 
carried out significant work in the compilation and 
preparation of matters pertaining to the budget. Council 
members endorsed the recommendations that are 
detailed in the Finance Committee Report section.

Membership

At the end of 2008 Council farewelled four members of 
Council: Sr Anne Surtees osu, Professor Peta Goldsburg 
rsm, Mrs Tricia Schmidt and Mr Eddie Howard.

Gratitude was expressed to the Council members 
for their expertise and generous contribution to the 
Council and to the Executive Director and Directors, 
for their leadership in delivering the services of Catholic 
Education in the Archdiocese of Brisbane.

I commend this report to Archbishop Bathersby.

Policy

In March the Council monitored the Religious Education 
of Catholic Schools Policy. In August the Financial 
Accessibility of Catholic Schools Policy was forwarded to 
the Archbishop for his consideration and approval. 

Also in August, the Council considered the revised 
Ecumenical Schools: A Roman Catholic Perspective - 
Archdiocese of Brisbane. The Learning and Teaching Policy 
was launched in September. The Council also monitored 
the development of the Students who are at the Margins 
of Society and/or Out of Home Policy.

As part of Council’s regular five yearly review of policy 
documents, the review process for the Equal Opportunity 
for Women in the Workplace Policy was endorsed in May. 
Council also monitored the Enrolment of Students in 
Catholic Schools Policy in June. 

Register of Legal Issues

In Semester Two Council received quarterly updates 
on the Register of Outstanding Legal Issues for its 
consideration.

New School Development

A briefing paper, New School Development 2012 
Onwards, was presented to Council for its consideration.  
Council members approved the recommendations, 
namely that the revised plan for new school 
development be endorsed.

Representation on Committees

Dr Tracey Sanders commenced her membership on the 
Queensland Catholic Education Commission in 2008 as 
the Catholic Education Council representative. 

Professor Ashley Goldsworthy continued as chair of the 
Catholic Education Council Finance Committee and Fr

Throughout the year the Finance Committee continued 
to provide quality advice to the Council and Brisbane 
Catholic Education on the development of the Brisbane 
Archdiocesan Colleges Capital Budget, Brisbane Catholic 
Education 2008 Master Budget and the Brisbane 
Catholic Education 2008 Master Budget for the Catholic 
Futures Fund.  The Finance Committee also provided 
advice to the Council on the annual audited statements 
and monitored the progress of financial reports and the 
fixed asset register each quarter.  

In April, Mr David Hutton with Professor Ashley 
Goldsworthy presented the 2007 Accounts and Auditors 
Report from PriceWaterhouse Coopers. The Council 
endorsed the 2007 Accounts, Auditors Report and 
the 2008 Budget Reforecast to be forwarded to the 
Archbishop and the Archdiocesan Finance Council.

In September, Dr Paul McQuillan presented to 
Council the first draft of the 2009 Master Budget for 
consideration. Council approved the staffing allocations 
for schools as well as the recommended minimum 
school fees and levies for 2009 as proposed by the 
Finance Committee.  

At the November meeting the Catholic Education 
Council endorsed the Master Recurrent Budget for 2009, 
including an increase in the special levy for the Catholic 
Futures Fund and recommended that it be forwarded to 
the Archbishop and Archdiocesan Finance Council. 

Finance Committee Report 2008

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This year has been a year of great 
reflection and forward planning for 
Catholic education in the Archdiocese 
of Brisbane. At our first staff gathering 
in February staff in the office celebrated 
20 years of establishment on the 
Dutton Park site. The theme for the 
Day was ‘The Journey 20 Years On’. 

During the day we officially named the three buildings 
located on the site. These names celebrate the links the 
site has with Vince O’Rourke (former Director of Catholic 
Education), the Ursuline Sisters (and their founder Saint 
Angela Merici) and McAuley Teachers College (conducted 
by the Sisters of Mercy on the site and named after their 
founder Catherine McAuley). The celebration of the past 
history of Catholic education placed us in a good position 
to look to the future of education in the Archdiocese.

The future of education provision in the diocese presents 
different encounters for us as the changing ecclesial 
and education context evolves.  In order to remain 
authentic in our provision of Catholic schools in the 
Archdiocese much planning and visioning occurs within 
the education office and with other Vicariates across the 
diocese to ensure that as a Church we are continuing 
the mission of the Church.  The focal elements of the 
Archdiocesan Vision of Jesus Communion Mission and the 
Vision Statement for Catholic Education in the Archdiocese 
of Brisbane, Teach Challenge Transform, continue to be 
reflected in the various projects and activities that have 
taken place throughout the year. 

Growth in the Archdiocese

This year we commenced Catholic education provision 
in one new area of the Archdiocese at St Benedict’s 
School, Mango Hill and extended the education 
provision at St Eugene College, Burpengary to secondary 
education. 

Our community of schools continued to grow with the 
student enrolment across the Brisbane Catholic Education 
community representing a growth of 3.2% from the 
previous year to a total of 60,295 students. 

School Renewal and Cyclical Review 

2008 saw the piloting and evaluation of our newly 
developed school cyclical review process. A very positive 
evaluation report was received from Mr Ian Gamble, 
a former Her Majesty’s Chief Inspector of Schools in 
Scotland, who conducted the evaluation. All schools are 
now using a shared evidence and criteria based approach 
to internal school review that will help inform their 
renewal planning, annual action and reporting. The Non 

State School Accreditation Board has now accepted the 
school cyclical review process as an approved model for 
reporting to the Board for 2008-2012.  

Guidelines for the Religious Life of the 
School Launch 

The launch of the Guidelines for the Religious Life of the 
School in September was a significant event. These 
guidelines, with their focus on prayer and worship; 
religious identity and culture; evangelisation and 
faith formation; and social action and justice are the 
culmination of years of researcher preparation. This is 
a quality resource for our schools, which complements 
earlier syllabus documents focussed on the classroom 
teaching of religion. 

Information Services Renewal 

Brisbane Catholic Education’s Information Services group 
was established after an extensive external review of 
our IT projects, governance, business and educational 
requirements and goals in 2007.

The review recommended bringing together under one 
umbrella the various technology staff and projects, under 
the leadership of a Chief Information Officer (CIO).  As 
a result Mr Warren Armitage was appointed to the CIO 
position in May 2008.  

Executive Director’s Report
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A new Information Technology Governance Framework 
has also been established over the course of 2008.  In 
conjunction with the changes in staff and governance 
structures we have also devolved the large, complex 
iSAS school administration system project into several 
more manageable smaller projects which will deliver 
pilot implementations to schools in the second half of 
2009 for further rollout to all schools in 2010.

Review of the Catholic Education Council

I am grateful to Sr Mary McDonald sgs for her leadership 
in the review of the Council this year.  Dr Maureen 
Cleary and Mr Paul Harney assisted the Reference 
Group in their consultations and direction setting. The 
recommendations for this review will provide Catholic 
education with a strategic governance approach 
which will enhance its governance responsibilities and 
reporting to Archbishop Bathersby.

World Youth Day (WYD)

I am thankful to all in our school communities, both 
students and staff, and our BCEC and Archdiocesan 
staff who worked enthusiastically for the past three 
years to make WYD in Brisbane and in Sydney such a 
positive and faith filled experience for our pilgrims. The 
2008 Archdiocesan focus on Communion was further 
enhanced by the vast activities provided in the lead up 
to the World Youth Day celebration in Sydney.

It was an extraordinary week which represented the 
breadth and the depth of our Catholic Church in its 
rich tradition and diversity. An unforgettable experience 
which was a significant point in the Church’s history 
here in Australian.

Towards 2010 School Service Centres 

The strategic move to school service centres from 
Brisbane Catholic Education Centre staff has been 
embraced by all members of the Leadership Team 
and senior staff. Staff have continued to work closely 
with Ms Di Hearn and Mr Paul Harney the consultants 
employed to assist in organisational and cultural change 
as Catholic education moves towards a new model of 
service delivery within the Archdiocese.  

The identification of sites for the location of the two 
service centres North and South progressed throughout 
the year with two locations earmarked for the 
prospective sites at North Lakes (North) and Springwood 
(South). 

The appointment of a project officer, Ms Alyson 
McGrath in October 2008 to progress the operational 
coordination and logistics of moving to the service 
centres has enhanced the project direction.

Conclusion

There were many other initiatives undertaken in 2008 
to meet the spiritual, educational needs of our students. 
Some of these are outlined in the following pages. I 
am thankful to all those working in Brisbane Catholic 
Education, in particular those members who have 
worked diligently in order to ensure a smooth transition 
to our new mode of delivery through review of our 
current practices.

School communities throughout the Archdiocese were 
actively involved in the Journey of the Cross and Icon 
in August 2007, with school-sponsored events drawing 
thousands of students to gather in prayer around the 
WYD Cross and Icon. School community families opened 
their hearts and their homes to international pilgrims as 
part of the Brisbane Days in the Diocese. The gesture 
proved to be a humbling experience for host families 
who extended hospitality to the pilgrims but themselves 
gained much more than they ever expected through 
the cultural encounter. Senior BCE staff played a crucial 
role in supporting the smooth running of the Heart of 
the City event and the Spirituality Centres and march of 
faith through the streets of the CBD that preceded the 
Roma Street Parklands event.

Every Catholic secondary school community participated 
in the World Youth Day experience through Days in 
the Diocese, congregational gatherings and events or 
the pilgrimage to Sydney. Almost all secondary schools 
conducted a student pilgrimage to Sydney, whilst others 
encouraged their students to participate in parish or 
deanery pilgrimage groups.

World Youth Day 2008
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The 25 BCE pilgrims engaged in a program of 
formation and preparation to ready themselves both 
practically and spiritually for the experience that lay 
ahead. Group members also participated in the Days in 
the Diocese program and the Heart of the City events. 
They also have participated in on-going follow up 
gatherings subsequent to WYD Sydney.

The group of young staff who attended WYD08 were 
an impressive group of young adults. Their encounter 
with Ugandan pilgrims in their catechesis venue has 
inspired a commitment to outreach and social action 
and a desire to redress the plight of schools in Uganda. 
Their journey was one of faith that they shared with 
great enthusiasm with their colleagues and students 
upon their return. The fruits of the WYD experience for 
this group and for the other 3,000 young people from 
Brisbane may not be known for many years. However, 
with this group of young staff, not only was a seed 
planted but it has taken root in very fertile soil.

The stories of WYD08 will remain alive in our 
Archdiocese for many years to come. The personal and 
collective stories of spiritual journey and evangelisation 
from our young people and their spiritual leaders who 
had the privilege of attending WYD08 activities and 
celebrations were, for many, not only the highlight of 
2008 but the highlight of their lives so far.
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Launch of the Guidelines for the Religious Life  
of the School 

On 5 September, Archbishop John Bathersby blessed 
and officially launched the Guidelines for the Religious 
Life of the School at St Stephen’s Cathedral Brisbane. 
He was joined by Auxiliary Bishop Joseph Oudeman, 
Brisbane Catholic Education’s Leadership Team and 
staff, principals, APREs and campus ministers from 
all schools in the Archdiocese, representatives from 
Catholic Religious Australia Queensland, Religious 
Institute Congregations, Townsville and Cairns dioceses, 
Queensland Catholic Education Commission (QCEC), 
ACU National, Vicariates, Caritas and Catholic Mission. 
Over 400 people participated in the events of the day.

Participants witnessed a spiritually uplifting liturgical 
celebration which involved various members of 
our Archdiocesan community. A cultural tutor from 
Ngutana-Lui led the Gospel procession with students 
from St Joseph’s Primary School, Kangaroo Point. St 
Laurence’s College choir and worship band provided 
the music and choral accompaniment throughout the 
ceremony. The campus minister and students from  
St Peter Claver College, Riverview dramatised the 
readings and prayers of intercession. 

The launch followed workshops in two city venues co-
ordinated by Mr Damien Brennan, Director of Religious 
Education and Curriculum Services and led by members 
of the Religious Education team to in-service participants 
on the guidelines. The guidelines provide direction and 
assistance for schools in developing and enhancing the 
religious life of students, staff and parents.

The workshops assisted principals, APREs and Campus 
Ministers to familiarise themselves with the four 
components outlined within the document: Religious 
Identity and Culture; Evangelisation and Faith Formation; 
Prayer and Worship and Social Action and Justice.

The guidelines were developed over an 18 month 
period in consultation with school staff and clergy. They 
complete a suite of documents that together constitute 
the authorised guidelines for Religious Education in the 
Brisbane Archdiocese. 

The Guidelines will enhance the implementation of the 
2003 Archdiocesan Synod vision of Jesus Communion 
Mission and BCE’s Vision Statement: Teach Challenge 
Transform. The Guidelines for the Religious Life of the 
School has a parallel authority to the 1997 Syllabus for 
Religious Education in Catholic Schools.  

The launch and commissioning of the guidelines 
by Archbishop John Bathersby was a moving and 
empowering experience.  Many members of the 
congregation commented on the great sense of 
belonging to the Catholic Church engendered by the 
experience of the day and the culminating liturgy.  A 
keenness to enact the guidelines with a sense of mission 
and purpose was commonly expressed message by 
attendees.  
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On Friday 14 March 2008, Archbishop John Bathersby, Mr David Hutton and the Leadership Team of Catholic 
Education acknowledged the contribution made by a number of long-serving retirees.

Education Advisory Committee Report
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The Planning Advisory Committee provides advice 
to the Executive Director on planning and capital 
development issues across schools in the Archdiocese. 
Capital development applications beyond $50,000 must 
first be endorsed by the Planning Advisory Committee 
before being recommended by the Executive Director 
to the Archdiocesan Finance Council and the College of 
Consultors for final approval by the Archbishop.

The committee receives advice from the Schools 
Development Task Force and provides advice to the 
Executive Director on school planning and development 
within the Archdiocese.

In 2007, Demographic Trends for Brisbane Catholic 
Education Schools (2006-2026) was published for each 
local government area. Catchment maps were also 
developed. A New School Development Plan for 2011 
and Beyond was presented to the Planning Advisory 
Committee and a briefing provided at the Catholic 
Education Council through the Executive Director.

This year the Planning Advisory Committee assessed 
35 applications for capital assistance to be forwarded 
to the Queensland Capital Grants Committee (the 
Block Grant Authority). Of these, 31 applications 
were recommended for funding from State and 
Commonwealth Governments with grants totalling 
$46m and school contributions of $11m.

projects are fully self-funded at the local level by way of 
Archdiocesan Development Fund loans. Archdiocesan 
schools and colleges also require approval from the 
Catholic Education Finance Committee to proceed.

The committee also oversaw the provision of the 
purchase of land for future school development. 
In particular, land for a future primary school was 
purchased at Woombye, near Nambour.

Planning Advisory Committee Report

In addition to the above, the Planning Advisory 
Committee endorsed $4.32m worth of projects as part 
of the Capital Small Grants Program (CSGP) comprising 
both state and commonwealth government grants. 
This CSGP funding has been for all schools. In the third 
and final round of the Investing in Our School Program 
(IOSP) 70 schools had projects totalling $1.96m of 
commonwealth government funding endorsed.

In addition to these capital developments, the Planning 
Advisory Committee also considered 45 applications 
from individual schools for self-funded projects ranging 
from $51,377 to $3,162,000. Many of these self-funded 
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This committee administers the disbursement of 
Commonwealth grant funding for the Literacy, 
Numeracy and Special Learning Needs (LNSLN) 
program area.  This funding is aimed at improving the 
following in the Archdiocese of Brisbane for 2008 in 
accordance with the Commonwealth LNSLN guidelines:

~	 the learning outcomes of educationally 
disadvantaged students, particularly in literacy and 
numeracy, and

~	 the educational participation and outcomes of 
students with disabilities.

Once again, committee members have collaboratively 
endeavoured to accomplish the task of disbursement 
with justice and equity to meet the educational needs 
of the diverse students now coming to our schools and 
colleges.  The committee would like to highlight the 
following significant matters in relation to the 2008 
process:

~	 For 2008, students eligible for special learning needs 
(SLN) funding from Prep to Year 9 were approved a 
funding allocation for 40 weeks.  For eligible students 
in Years 10, 11 and 12, the allocation is for 38 weeks.  

~	 The school-based ESL Cluster Teacher model of 
support has been maintained for 2008 in response 
to continuing research into the improvement of 
ESL learner academic and social outcomes through 
effective ESL practices.

~	 A stronger emphasis continues to be placed on the 
language and literacy needs of the increased number 
of New Arrival refugee learners in our schools.  
A more intensive model of support for English 
language acquisition is being used with groups of 
refugee learners who have lower levels of literacy in 
their first language than New Arrival learners who 
enter Australia through the migration program.  This 
model also supports collaborative partnerships with 
other school personnel to settle learners into the 
schooling system when many have had little formal 
schooling in their countries of origin or transit.  
The African Cultural Liaison Officer continues to 
provide support to principals, schools and school 
communities.

~	 Literacy-related courses - Stepping Out, Tactical 
Teaching and First Steps were offered again.  Schools 
were able to access the courses being offered 
centrally or request a course to be provided locally. 

~	 Pilot Project funding was approved for 23 schools 
to implement an action research project during 
Semester One, 2008.  The projects focus on teachers 

reflecting on and improving classroom practice in 
literacy and numeracy pedagogy.  These teachers 
reported on their projects through a magazine and 
at a seminar day on Thursday 11 September, 2008.

~	 Coaching as a strategy for professional learning was 
further explored through the extension of a trial to 
include up to an additional 10 schools.  Literacy or 
Numeracy coaches will be trained and supported 
through centrally based Education Officers.  This 
model supports the building of capacity within 
schools for dispersed leadership that combines 
expert input, peer coaching and ongoing support for 
teachers to engage in reflective practice.

~	 A conference designed specifically for School Officers 
was provided to enhance the professional learning 
of this particular group who contribute a significant 
amount of support to learners identified with specific 
literacy or numeracy needs.  The program was 
developed in consultation with support services so as 
to offer workshops that addressed needs identified 
through school officers’ feedback.  The conference 
was held on Friday, September 12, 2008.

~	 The collaborative project between the CTP 
Committee and the University of Queensland: 
Improving and Sustaining Literacy through Pedagogical 
Change has been completed with the report, 
handbook of principles and case studies distributed.  
The CTP Committee considered implications 
for the next quadrennium and options for 
continuing support for schools to take forward the 
recommendations of the project into other school 
community contexts.
